Klima, her-
under sarligt finansiering, med henblik pi forberedelse af klimakonfe-
rencen COP15 i december. III. Den ekonomiske situation med status
over den aktuelle skonomiske og finansielle situation samt over de tiltag,
der er gennemfort i forhold til etablering af EU finansielt tilsyn. IV. Ma-
kro-regionale strategier, hvor en strategi for Ostersgen skal vedtages, V.
Ulovlig indvandring, hvor man vil gere status over de tltag, der er gen-
nemfort siden Det Europziske Rad i juni 2009. VI. Eksterne relationer,
hvis praecise emner endnu ikke er annonceret.

Formandskabets udkast til kommenteret dagsorden er som bekendt for-
ste skridt 1 processen frem mod topmedet den 29.-30. oktober og efter-
folges af formandskabets udkast til konklusioner, som ventes dreftet pa
ridsmedet (almindelige anliggender og eksterne forbindelser) den 26.-27.
