The
establishment of an ICS would oblige the European Union and the Member
States, upon the conclusion of an agreement, to submit to the jurisdiction of
an ICS and the application of certain international procedures chosen by the
plaintiff (art. 6 para. 5 subpara. 1, art.7 para. 1). The decisions of the ICS are
binding (art. 30 para. 1)... ... An ICS would not only limit the legislative po-
wers of the Union and the Member States; it would also alter the established
court system within the Member States and the European Union. In the opini-
on of the German Magistrates Association, there is no legal basis for such a
change by the Union.’
